 Comfort spending has spiked since the age of online shopping has appeared. But when 

the pandemic was at its peak, forcing people to be stuck at home, online shopping hit a new 

level.  According to Chain Store Age, 2023 was the highest-spending online retail year ever 

with a record breaking $1.3 trillion in online sales with the top online spending categories 

being grocery/baby/pet, Apparel/accessories, computers and peripherals, consumer 

electronics, and furniture and appliances.  Although there are perks to shopping online, it can 

cause major issues in your spending habits.  Here are some tips on how to stop unnecessary 

spending by changing your online shopping habits. 

  

Giving yourself a delay on your spending. You can try this on specific categories of 

spending as a good way to stop overspending.  Stop online shopping for things that should be 

tried on or tested before buying.  This will give you a chance to take the time to consider your 

purchase instead of just adding it to your cart. Trying items on or see how they feel before 

purchasing will also decrease the chance of having to return them and possibly missing the 

return window.
